Well, another year is just about over & it has been a busy one!  

We have purchased a tractor & it has been put to good use with our grass cutting crew all spring, 

summer & fall, as well as it coming in very handy for a number of other jobs around the property. We repaired 

& rebuilt the 2 outside walls of the outdoor range, properly, with the correct base & drainage. We had a very 

successful rifle raffle. We have steel roofing that will be installed shortly on the roof of the 50 yd range & we 

have begun to do the work to enclose the front so that it will be more comfortable to shoot there in the 

colder, wetter weather. It will be done so that in the good weather it will still be “wide open”. We purchased 

another automatic trap machine for the sporting clays course, slowly getting it fully automated.  Cowboy 

Action & IDPA are alive & well at our club. Unfortunately, the 2nd annual 2 day cowboy shoot was not attended 

very well this year due to a number of factors and we will not see a 3rd annual one from the sound of things.  

We had 33 new members join this year, along with 2 spouses & 1 junior member. Dave Gorman has 

done new member orientation with 44 new & newer members. We have had 23 members go through the club 

level handgun safety course, and there is another course Dec 12/09. Our membership is at a fantastic 298 

members, including spouses & junior members! 

Of the 298 members, we have email addresses for 230 of you. If you have never received an email 

from Caron (shooterchic@hotmail.com) she either does not have an address for you or it is possibly for an 

account that you no longer use. It is so much easier to inform members of things with email. If you have email 

that you check on a regular basis, PLEASE fill in the section on your renewal and PRINT CLEARLY. This way we 

can keep you up to date with all the “goings on” around the club. 

Almost 70 members have volunteered their time this year and therefore will receive a $50 credit 

toward their 2010 membership dues. Those members represent nearly 2000 hours! We would be so far 

behind & so far in debt if our members didn’t volunteer as much time as they do. We know a lot of hours 

don’t get written down so that number, most likely is about 25% short of the actual hours put in by all the 

wonderful volunteers. Thank you, Thank you, and Thank you!!!!!  

We have had a number of member’s mention that they are interested in getting something to do with 

archery going at the club. If you are interested in this, please email or call Caron and she will get everyone 

together and those involved can form a committee & figure out what they would like to do and bring a 

proposal to the board.  

Irene Jardine has stepped down from the Board of Directors but is still heading our kitchen and our 

fund raising activities. Irene is a huge part of the smooth running of most functions and is a truly valuable 

asset to our club. We would be lost and very hungry without her! We wish her all the best with her very busy 
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life. The Board of Directors will discuss at our November meeting the possibility of appointing someone to fill 

the vacant roll. 

We are considering having an open house for the public this coming June 26, 2010. This is still in the 

works & will require a large number of volunteers and organization. Elsie Metcalfe & Shirley Wolff will be 

calling members soon with details and asking for your commitment to help run this. East Elgin Club near 

London has been doing this for over 10 years now and this year, over their weekend, they put over 900 people 

through. They are helping us out as they have 10 years of experience under their belts. 

*** PLEASE NOTE- Very Important***   Membership at Lambton Sportsman’s Club runs Jan 1 to Dec 31. To 

give everyone time to get their dues paid, we extend the end date for 6 weeks to Feb 15 of the New Year. We 

also give a price break if you pay by the 15th of February. The combinations to the locks are changed on 

February 15th. If your dues are not paid by this date, you are no longer a “member in good standing “and if 

you hold an ATT it will not be valid after February 15.  

If you hold an ATT and your dues are not paid by February 15, your ATT will be cancelled and when you pay 

your dues after Feb 15, you will have to call Russ McPhee and have him apply for a new ATT for you and wait 

the 3-6 weeks for it to come in, during which time, you cannot transport your restricted firearms. We are not 

doing this to be difficult or to cause problems. First, the law states they you have to be a member in good 

standing of a club in order for your ATT to be valid. If your dues are not paid, you are not in good standing. 

Second, we all volunteer and work full time jobs; we don’t have the time to chase people for their 

memberships. As responsible firearms owners, the onus is on us to make sure our permits and memberships 

are paid on time, it is not the clubs responsibility to babysit & chase you. 

 

 

We have added a family membership to our renewal form this year. A family membership consists of a 

basic or senior member & spouse, if applicable, and all youths under the age of 18 and those 18 years of age 

or older who are still pursuing full time educations. Maximum volunteer credit for a family membership is 

$100.00, however, hours accumulated by all persons on the family membership count towards the 15 hours 

for $50 credit or 30 hours towards $100 credit. 

Now, on to a big, but a very positive change for our club and club members. In the past, we have had 

our liability insurance with the NFA. The club has always paid that cost (approximately $10/member) and we 

were led to believe that we had “primary” insurance with them. After a lot of digging & asking questions, we 

There will be a Hunter Safety / PAL course the weekend of Nov 27, 28 & 29th.

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have discovered that we have never had primary insurance with them; it has always been “secondary” 

insurance.  

Primary insurance means that that insurance takes effect immediately; secondary insurance means that that 

insurance only pays out after all other means of insurance are exhausted.  

As an example, with the NFA (secondary) coverage, if Joe accidentally shot Fred at the gun club and Fred sued 

Joe, Joe’s homeowner’s liability insurance would cover first and have to be all used up before the NFA liability 

insurance would pay out anything. If for some reason, Joe had no home owners or tenant liability insurance, 

he would have absolutely no liability insurance as the NFA policy mandates that in order for their insurance to 

be valid the member must have “other liability insurance that is primary” 

We are very happy to announce that we are switching to Canadian Shooting Sports Association (CSSA) as our 

liability insurance carrier. CSSA is the ONLY group that offers PRIMARY insurance, when on the club property 

or at a club sanctioned event. They also insure the majority of the clubs in Ontario, therefore when shooting at 

any club insured by the CSSA, you are also covered by PRIMARY insurance.  Insurance offered by NFA, OFAH 

and groups like that, all provide secondary insurance. We feel, as a responsible Board of Directors that it is 

very important to make sure that our members are fully covered by the best insurance coverage possible. 

The biggest difference that our membership will notice with the changing of carrier is that for Lambton 

Sportsman’s Club to be covered through CSSA, all club members have to be members of CSSA.  This is laid out 

on the new membership renewal form enclosed. Membership with CSSA is now mandatory for members of 

Lambton Sportsman’s Club.  Your membership with CSSA will run from Feb 15 to Feb 14 yearly. 

CSSA and LSL are cutting the cost for the first year to help ease the extra financial cost that this change brings. 

Normal CSSA membership rates are $45 for single & $80 for family. CSSA has cut $5 & $10 respectively & LSL is 

paying $10 & $20 respectively. Therefore, for the first year ONLY, single membership is $30 and family 

membership is $50. Lambton Sportsman’s Club is still paying the club coverage and directors & officers 

coverage.   

Please find enclosed 2 handouts from CSSA and CILA (Canadian Institute for Legislative Action)  explaining the 

insurance, and the legislative fighting going on to support our sport. 

For your CSSA membership, Caron will send in payment & all needed information, you only have to fill out the 

Lambton Sportsman’s Club renewal form. You will receive your membership card and other information & 

updates directly from CSSA. 

We realize that many of you are already members of CSSA and your first year’s membership will be prorated. 

Caron will have a list of those members and their first year’s dues and she will contact those affected by this as 

soon as she has the information. If you are a member of CSSA already, please don’t send in your membership 

renewal until you have the correct amount to pay for your first years CSSA membership from Caron.
